Heating/Cooling:
e The Rinnai heater on the back wall of the kitchen can be used to primarily heat the whole cabin

OR to compensate when the wood stove when it’s not in use. Please do not exceed 70 degrees on
the Rinnai—64-68 degrees should be just right as it heats up quickly!
e Woodstove Use

o We ask that only an experienced person operates the wood stove. If you have
one at home or are confident in using it then feel free. Extra wood is available in
the shed furthest from the home. If the stove needs to be emptied, the ashes that
are taken out need to be placed on the driveway/in the snow-- don't leave the
bucket on the deck, even if you "think" they are dead.

*  We find it most comfortable during hot summer days to have all windows open in the home
and turning on the ceiling fan to help circulate air flow. We also suggest opening the sky light
to let hot air escape.

Trash & Returnables:

e We recycle all cans and bottles, please leave inside. Please remove trash and place in barrel
e Trash barrels are provided on our front deck. Please feel free to place garbage in here

Entertainment

e Large flat screen TV with streaming capabilities in main room
e Locker closet full of games, puzzles, etc. Please put them away as they were found
e Tons of books to choose from above couch, make sure you put them away after reading



Hot Tub:

e We typically keep the temperature at 99 degrees when not in use. Feel free to turn it up about

20-30 minutes before you’re ready to go in.

We recommend 103 degrees while you’re using it.

IMPORTANT: Hot tub use is limited to 4 people at a time and the hot tub cover must be clipped
after every use. **IF these rules are not followed and we feel the hot tub has been mistreated or
misused we will charge $100 for any damages that occur during your stay (ex: excess amount of
water loss, food/littering around the tub, etc.)

Guests MUST shower before using the hot tub, to ensure the removal of moisturizers, make-up
and laundry detergent that will affect the clarity of the water and chemical balances.

Pets (IF APPROVED):

We ask that you be mindful of your pets, please be respectful of the home and property! This
includes keeping them off our leather couch. Do not leave your pets unattended for long periods of
time, we ask if they are kenneled.
